Jenni, Juan, Pedro and Lupillo Rivera, also known as "the Rivera Dynasty," 
who are popular in both the United States and Mexico; and 

WHEREAS, in 1988 Don Pedro established his own record company under 
tl'le name "Cil1tas Acoalio", wl1ere l1e laUiiclled t111= IIIUsical careers of 
musicians that he discovered like Chalino Sanchez, El Chapo de Sinaloa, Los 
Razos, Graciela Beltran, Los Canelos de Durango, Valentin Elizalde and La 
Rebelion Nortena, among others; and 

WHEREAS, Don Pedro Rivera Cervantes has been in the national Hispanic 
media, including the talk shows of Don Francisco and Cristina of the 
Univision Network; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, .with el'lC eoncurrsneB gf the Mayor, 
that by the adoption of this Resolution, the City of Los Angeles hereby 
commemorates the life achievements of Pedro Rivera and the "Rivera 
Dynasty", and proclaims June 23'd as "Don Pedro Rivera Day" in the City of 
Los Angeles. 
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
