Dear Councilmembers:

On behalf of the nearly 200 organizations and businesses endorsing the Clean Up Green Up
campaign, the LA Collaborative for Environmental Health and Justice urges members of the
Planning and Land Use Management Committee (PLUM} and the full City Council to VOTE IN
FAVOR of the Clean Up Green Up motion, CF 11-0112 and its companion motion, CF 11-0112-
S1 and authorize the Department of City Planning to begin work on developing a Clean Up
Green Up policy and implementation.

The LA Collaborative is comprised of four community-based organizations including:; Coalition
for a Safe Environment, Communities for a Better Environment, Pacoima Beautiful and Union
de Vecinos. Over the last decade our organizations have worked with residents, academic
partners and foundations to document the problem of the overconcentration of polluting land
uses adjacent {o homes, schools, parks and other sensitive uses in the communities of Boyle
Heights, Pacoima and Wilmington.

When the Clean Up Green Up concept was originally brought forward, Councilmembers Jose
Huizar and Richard Alarcon as well as former Councilmembers Tony Cardenas and Janice
Hahn received it enthusiasticaily. These Council leaders co-sponsored a motion that was heard
by the Planning and Land Use Management (PLUM) Committee on May 15, 2012. More than
150 residents, community leaders and business owners attended this hearing to express their
support for this innovative and balanced sclution to the problem of the gverconcentration of
polluting land uses adjacent to homes, schools, parks and other sensitive uses. Separately,
200 plus community organizations and businesses have endorsed this policy and the creation of
Green Zones or overlay districts in the three pilot communities, combining economic incentives
with traditional planning tools, and promoting collaboration among government agencies,
residents and businesses.

The Clean Up Green Up framework focuses on municipal policy, reflecting best practices in
public health and environmental agencies’ recommendations on how to effectively address the
problem of toxic hot spots. The policy framework involves creating overlay districts in the three
pilot communities—Boyte Heights, Pacoima and Wilmingtan—combining economic incentives
with traditional planning tools, and promoting collaboration amoeng government agencies,
residents and businesses. Piloting the Clean Up Green Up policy in these three geographic




areas will allow the City to narrowly apply this model and evaluate its effectiveness prior to
considering a broader effort to address the problem of toxic hot spots throughout Los Angeles.

At the May 2012 hearing, the PLUM Committee directed the Planning Department to develop a
work plan for the Clean Up Green Up policy proposal. In a companion motion, the PLUM
Committee also directed the City Attorney to develop ordinance language for a Trust Fund to
accept $100,000 in grant funding raised by the LA Collaborative to underwrite the work of the
City to develop policy recommendations per the motion’s directive.

Cur broad-based coalition of supporters—including residents of the pilot communities, public
health groups, environmental organizations and businesses—have endorsed the Clean Up
Green Up campaign because the policy proposal seeks to reduce existing levels of pollution
while also providing incentives to encourage local businesses to clean up and green up, and to
~ attract new green businesses to our community.

Since the May 2012 PLUM hearing, we have sponsored four successful workshops for small
businesses in the three target communities to promote the incentive programs and services that
are available to help them clean up and green up their operations. We partnered with City
Council offices, City Departments and a number of state and federal agencies to undertake the
workshops. Each workshop participant received the attached Guide fo Green, a comprehensive
directory of financial and technical assistance programs for businesses in the City of Los
Angeles developed by the Liberty Hill Foundation to support the Clean Up Green Up initiative.

We have carefully reviewed the Planning Department’'s work plan that was released in
December 2012, It represents a great step in moving the policy development process forward.
We do, however, believe that it can and should be improved upon. We have presented our
detailed recommendations to the Planning Department and other City Hall stakeholders. Briefly,
we recommend that:

1. All three communities {Boyle Heights, Pacoima and Wilmington) should be included in
an initial phase of work {Phase 1)} that focuses on research, analysis, public input
process and policy development concluding with adoption of corresponding ordinance(s)
for the three Clean Up Green Up pilot communities. Phase 2 should focus on
implementation of the pilot policy in the three communities and include a three-year
evaluation program (starting in Phase 2).

2. The Planning Department should build upon the substantial amount of research and
program development work undertaken by highly credible academic and planning
experts on the problem of cumulative environmental impacts and the proposed policy
solution as a means fo prevent duplication of effort, and save time and precious City
resources.

3. While there are immediate synergies by undertaking some of the policy development
concurrent with ongoing work on the Boyle Heights Community Plan Update, the
adoption of implementing ordinances or other mechanisms for the Clean Up Green Up
program should not be tied to the adoption of the Boyle Heights Community Plan
Update, nor to community plan updates in Pacoima and Wilmington, the completion of
which are far from imminent.

The LA Collaborative is extremely pleased to have raised outside private funds to ensure that
the City of Los Angeles has the necessary resources to undertake Phase 1 work on the Clean
Up Green Up pilot policy. Because the Trust Fund ordinance language will allow the City to
accept these private funds, it is essential that the two motions move forward simultaneously.




As the aforementioned business workshops and the Guide to Green tangibly demonstrate,
working together—residents, community-based organizations, academic institutions, husiness
and government—we can develop meaningfully solutions to the problem of air pollution that not
only protect public health but also ensure a healthy economic climate where businesses can
thrive.

In closing, we urge PLUM members to VOTE IN FAVOR of the two Clean Up Green Up
motions—11-0112 and 11-0112-81. We look forward to bringing additional expertise and
resources to bear on our collaboration with the City of Los Angeles to develop a strong and
effective policy solution to the problem of toxic hot spots. Thank you for your time and attention
to this matter.

On behalf of Printing Industries of California (PIC), we wish to provide comments on the memo
from Deputy Director Bell to the PLUM Committee (December 3, 2012) regarding the proposed
Clean Up/Green Up (CUGU) program.

By way of introduction, PIC is the government affairs office of the three affiliate printing trade
association in the state: Printing Industries Association of Southern California, Printing
Industries Association of San Diego, and Visual Media Alliance, the combined membership
of which is 2,600 companies. Depending on the boundaries, there are between 12-16 small
printing companies in Boyle Heights.

Obviously, PIC supports the reduction of “cumulative environmental impact” throughout the
greater Los Angeles region. We do, however, have concern over the scope and implementation
of the proposed Clean Up Green Up program.

The March 2012 Clean Up Green Up White Paper (page 1) lists five policy goals: “target
funding and other incentives to encourage local businesses to clean up and green up and to
attract new green businesses to the Zones; assure improved and more coordinated enforcement of
current regulations; apply a set of specified conditions to new and expanded commercial and

industrial uses; safeguard the introduction of sensitive uses into industry districts; and
put in place a management system to assure the effective functioning of the policy with the
Zones.”

Viewed separately, each goal seems extremely ambitious. When tied together, the program will
foster regulatory and economic uncertainty for businesses and unspecified program costs for the
City of Los Angeles, whose budget is already upside down.

The twin goals of reducing pollution (emissions and discharges) may well conflict with
revitalizing with “green” jobs the targeted area, By targeting existing business with new land use
requirements, additional regulatory scrutiny, and potentially additional fees to cover the program
will discourage any project or investment, including “green” development.

California has been in the forefront of environmental regulation. And as the Clean Up Green Up
report shows there are numerous programs addressing different pollution sources. Risk-levels
continue to drop, especially through the activity of the South Coast Air Quality Management
District (SCAQMD). Moreover, the December 3 report concedes Boyle Heights is “subject to
above-average diesel particulate matter (DPM) exposure due to the convergence of multiple
freeways and a high level of freight transport activity.” This is the issue that needs to be
addressed more so than adding addition regulation on stationary sources.

Rather than adopt the proposed Clean Up Green Up program, with unspecified costs and
regulatory requirements, we suggest that the City follow the SCAQMD Clean Community’s
Working Group first six priority ranking to address issues in Boyle Heights

1. Assist & educate businesses regarding pollution control equipment.
Study truck routes with Boyle Heights.
Identify was to minimize exposure to freeway emissions.
Investigate unmarked facilities for compliance with AQMD [and other agency] rules.
Investigate ways to minimize odors from rendering.
Develop model facility for several industry categories.

The Guide offers an
gverview of the range of business assistance programs that may be accessed through the
City of Los Angeles, the County of Los Angeles and regional, state and federal agencies.
Program benefits include technical assistance, training, tax credits, rebates, lcans and
grants.

We have attempted to identify as many programs as possible that may be relevant to
businesses located in the City of Los Angeles. Because of the number and complexity
of programs, as well as frequent changes, some worthwhile programs may have been

The Guide primarily focuses on programs that offer assistance to small- and medium-size
businesses, but we have included listings for some programs that may be appropriate

for large businesses as well. Geographical requirements for applicants vary, with certain
programs limited to communities most in need as identified by federal criteria. Roughly
half of the programs offer assistance for businesses to become greener (or "more environ-
mentally sustainable”}. The balance targets to stimulate business growth and support
economic viability, with emphasis on “communities in need.”

Research for The Guide involved several stages of review of possible programs, as follows:
1. A preliminary list of programs was drawn up in the summer of 2010.
2. The initial Hst was reviewed and updated in the fall of 2011.

3. Program information and application details were researched and verified online
through agency/provider websites,

4. The application process for each program underwent a critical review to determine the
ease of use by applicants and the availability of needed information.

5. The program criteria were evaluated to determine whether small- and medium-size
businesses in L.A. would be eligible.

6. The researcher conducted phone interviews with agency representatives to obtain
information and application details not found on websites or in application instructions.

7. Through phone interviews, emails and other outreach, the researcher evaluated each
agency’s responsiveness to applicant queries.

In addition to the specific details found in each listing, some general findings may be
useful to small- and medium-size businesses that use The Guide.

Programs targeted to specific groups, such as small business enterprises (SBE), very small
business enterprises (VSBE)}, minority-owned, women-owned or disability-owned enterprises

to be true for programs targeting a specific industry, such as metal finishing, auto repair or dry
cleaning. Programs offering broad technical assistance {but not usually financial assistance)
had the fewest barriers and offered specific services and providers.
