Re: Removal of all mature parkway trees

Dear Councilmember Paul Krekorian

At its regular meeting on January 21, 2015, the Board of the Studio City Neighborhood
Council passed the following motion:

The Board of the Studio City Neighborhood Council (SCNC) requests that 
Councilmember Paul Krekorian make a motion to stop the removal of all 
mature parkway trees (defined as being greater than 10 inches in diameter by 
standard arborists calculation) due to required driveway apron widening when 
new construction occurs. Driveway aprons would be allowed to remain their 
current size if a mature tree would have to be removed because of required 
apron dimensions. Furthermore, any new construction that would put a 
driveway on the opposite side of the present driveway and cause a mature 
tree to be removed, would be prohibited. The owner would be asked to do a 
mirror image of their blueprint to keep the driveway where it is currently 
located. Any removal of a mature parkway tree would require a variance.

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Street Tree Selection

The Urban Forestry Division is tne agency responsible for street tree species selecton. Choosing the species 
appropriate for a given street is based upon severa' factors:

• Size of tne area in wh’ch the tree is p'anfed
• Presence of other infrastructure; power lines, meter s, street lights, etc
• Predominate existing species on block
• Type of street' residential commercial, industrial
• Type of planting- streetside tree med!an island
• Proximity of structures

The arboriculture profession simply states "Rignt Tree, Right Place Tho intent of a well tnougnt out species 
selection is to: provide optimum shade, reduce energy use provide an optimum growing area minimize 
infrastructure conflict, and generally increase the ecosystem benefits.

UFD inspectors choose species based upon all of these considerations. Nevertheless, the Divis.on is always willing 
to discuss species options with residents. The input of residents is important and this is particularly so on large 
block p'antings, in new developments and on streetscape improvement projects.

If you have gotten this far. you have already decided that you, your business, community group, Business 
Improvement District, or Neighborhood Council wants to plant a street tree(s). The following steps must be taken:

• Request a Tree Planting Permit by calling the Bureau of Street Services Service Request Center at
(800) 996-2489,

• Urban Forestry Division (UFD) will contact you and set an inspection date
• Inspection will determine

o Tree species
o Tree planting location(s) which will be marked on curb 
° Number of trees

"Please note that at times, although it may seem possible, no tree planting site is available due to the existence of 
power poles, meters, driveways, etc in which case a permit will not be issued.

• UFD arborist will issue a tree planting permit with all pertinent information including tree planting specifications
• You may now select the nursery from which you will obtain the necessary tree species and stock size
• Set up tree delivery
• Tree may be planted by residents or contractors
