with and mitigated by requiring compliance with Ordinance No. 170,978 (Water Management
Ordinance), which imposes numerous water conservation measures in landscape, installation, and
maintenance. If conditions dictate, the Department of Water and Power may postpone new water
connections for this project until water supply capacity is adequate.

17-d. SEWER:

There would be an adverse environmental impact due to additional demand on the sewer system
capacity. However, if conditions dictate, the Bureau of Engineering may postpone new sewer
connections for this project until system capacity is adequate, thus, mitigating this potential impact
to a level of insignificance.

17-e. STORM WATER DRAINAGE:

There would be a potential adverse environmental impact from project implementation due to
requiring additional storm- water drainage system capacity. However, if conditions dictate, the
Bureau of Engineering may postpone this project until the storm water drainage capacity is adequate.

17-f. SOLID WASTE:

There would be a potential adverse environmental impact from project implementation due to the
creation of additional solid waste. However, this impact can be mitigated by instituting a recycling
program to the satisfaction of the Zoning Administrator to reduce the volume of solid waste going
to landfills in compliance with the City’s goal of a 50% reduction in the amount of waste going to
landfills by the year 2000. Recycling bins shall be provided at appropriate locations to promote
recycling of paper, metal, glass and other recyclable material.

19-a.b.c.d. LANDSCAPING:

Landscaping: A possible adverse environmental impact upon the character and aesthetics of the
neighborhood can be mitigated if all open areas not used for buildings, driveways, parking areas,
recreational facilities or walks shall be attractively landscaped and maintained in accordance with a
landscape plan, including an automatic irrigation plan, prepared by a licensed landscape architect to
the satisfaction of the Planning Department.

19-d-3. WALL (GRAFFITI):

An adverse aesthetic impact could occur from graffiti and accumulation of rubbish and debris along
the wall(s) adjacent to public rights-of-way. However, this potential impact will be reduced to a level
of insignificance by requiring the owner to maintain the subject property clean and free of debris and
rubbish, and to promptly remove any graffiti from the walls, pursuant to Municipal Code Sections
91.8101-F, 91.8904-1 and 91.1707-E. Further, exterior walls of new commercial and residential
buildings of other than glass may be covered with clinging vines screened by oleander trees or similar
vegetation capable of covering or screening entire walls up to the height of at least 9 feet, excluding
windows and signs.

19-d-4. SIGNAGE (RETAIL MARKETS, BARS, ENTERTAINMENT ETC...)

An adverse aesthetic impact could occur due to excessive on-site signage. However, this possible
impact will be reduced to a level of insignificance by limiting signs on site to minimum necessary to
identify the name of the subject business establishment.

21-b.c.d. HISTORICAL:

A possible adverse environmental impact is indicated due to the fact that a City designated Historic-
Cultural Monument (The Little Country Church of Hollywood, Historic Monument No. 567) is
located on the project site. However, this potential impact will be dealt with and mitigated by
administrative procedures required by the Municipal Code.

22-a. OVERALL (DIRECT IMPACT):

Environmental impacts could occur from the project implementation as described above. However,
these potential impacts will be mitigated to a level of insignificance by imposing the above mitigation
measures.

22-e. END:
The conditions outlinedin this proposed mitigated negative declaration which are not already required
by law shall be required as condition(s) of approval by the decision-making body except as noted on

the face page of this document.

Therefore, it is concluded that no significant impacts are apparent which might result from this
project’s implementation.
